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What Sri Aurobindo represents in the world’s history
is not a teaching, not even a revelation, it is a decisive
action direct from the supreme.

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The Footprints of VIRAT...
February, 1893: As soon as Sri Aurobindo put his foot on the soil of India,

he experienced a tremendous Peace. This is one of the experiences that came
to him unasked.

1901, Baroda: Once Sri Aurobindo was going to the city in his carriage,
he saw possibility of the accident, he found a being of Light in him who was
as it were the master of situation.

1903: Sri Aurobindo was on tour with Maharaja in Kashmir, He visited hill
of Shankaracharya, there without any effort he experienced the Vacant
Infinite. This experience left a deep impression upon his mind.

1904, Beginning with Pranayam: Sri Aurobindo writes, “My experience

is that the brain becomes Prakashmaya — full of Light. At that time I used to
write poetry, usually I wrote 5 to 6 lines per day, and about 200 lines in a
month, after pranayama I could write 200 lines in half an hour...”
1902-1906: During one of his visits to Chandod with friends
Sri Aurobindo went to Kali temple of Karnali. Though he had no faith in
Idol worship, he visited the temple with friends. He found a presence in the
image. He got direct proof of the truth behind Idol worship.

January 1908: Sri Aurobindo remained with yogi Lele for three days in
the small room on the top floor of Sardar Majumdar’s wada in Baroda. Lele
asked him to make his mind blank — which he did. “In three days my mind
became full of eternal silence.”

1908, Alipore Jail: “... It was while I was walking, I looked at the jail and

it was no longer Jail by its high walls that I was imprisoned, no, it was
Vasudev who surrounded me. I walked under the tree in front of my cell,
but it was not the tree, It was Sri Krishna holding me in his shade.
I lay on the coarse blankets that were given to me and I felt the arms of Sri
Krishna around me, the arms of my friend and Lover. I looked at the
prisoners in the jail, the thieves, the murderers, the swindlers, it was

Narayan whom I found in the darkened souls and misused bodies...”
